The incense was always a means of

The incense is the resin of shrubs of the 
family of Boswellia, which grow to the 
wild state in countries very warm and 
hot as Yemen (from where came

or Ethiopia...

The oliban, the benzoin, the myrrh and the cedar are.
The big heat is going to loosen shrubs a nice-smelling resin in the 
form of small droplets which will be collected according to methods 
ancestral and burned to kick away the nice-smelling smoke, among 
which the meaning and the symbolism vary according to the rites 
and the cultures.

Egyptians were the first ones to dash into the business of the 
incense, so opening the way to a tradition millennium of trades of 
the mystic resin. 

The road of the incense spread out of the country of Pount(current 
Somalia) by way of Jordan, Yemen and all the Arabian peninsula to 
arrive up to the Gaza port, which was the point of departure towards 
the West.  

With the discovery of incenses of Far East, incense of Arabia in a little 
lost by its expansion but canned food nowadays always of numerous 
people.

ÅThe Incensein the jasmine possesses a flowery note which invites in the peace and 
in the sensual delight and that to the roseentails in a whirlwind of sensual and 
soothing feelings....

Boukhours or perfumed fumigations 

Boukhours is practiced by the women in the 
Maghreb and in the rest of the Middle East 
from time immemorial.  

It is a question of making burn strong 
fragrant materials as the incense and the 
oliban, flavored by scents as the musk, the 
benzoinor the sandalwood, by loosening a 
perfumed and dense smoke.  

This smoke is going to spread a bewitching, 
sensible flavor to cleanse clothes and places, 
by chasing away the hostile spirits.  

The oriental women take place over the 
home of smoke to let this intoxicating smell 
penetrate into their clothes, and be so filled 
with an ancestral flavor.
